The announcement of the 2024 Local Government Election results saw four familiar faces return to their
Council seats with the addition of a new team member.

Lobbying, promoting and continuing to progress the Shire forward this Council term are Rick Britton
(holding the Mayoral position since 2008), Jack Neilson (Councillor since 2017), Sam Beauchamp (Councillor
since 2004), Jan Norton (Councillor since 2020) and Julie Woodhouse (newly elected).
